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the music of the gatt quintet could be best described as “music with soul.” drawing inspiration from the plaintive 
sounds of african-american spirituals, their music echoes the same soulful sound that these spirituals resonate 
with, while bringing to mind melodies that have often served to inspire worship. their repertoire spans the entire 
range of contemporary gospel music and traditional hymns as well as an eclectic selection of popular songs. 
but it is worship-pure and simple – that remains an integral component and motivation for each of their programs.

a distinct quality of their performance is that they make very little use of musical instruments and prefer instead 
to exploit the full range of their voices to create pure harmony. this harmony is not only about music but a 
lot more. it comes from the tremendous bond that exists between each of the group members and the bond that 
they hope to create with their audiences. music lovers experienced this harmony for themselves when the gatt 
performed across the world in the many years they have been together.

in the four decades of their musical career, the gatt quintet has had the privilege of performing to discerning 
audiences in their home country india, in the earlier part of their singing career and then moved into the 
international scene in australia, switzerland, united kingdom and the united states. they have released two cds 
(a traditional gospel and a christmas cd) which have had great reviews. these will be available for purchase 
after their performance.

as for the origin of the group, it was their mutual love for music and a strong passion for african-american 
spirituals that brought four teenagers together more than forty years ago in the youth fellowship of the 
emmanuel methodist church in the southern city of chennai, india. by the mid-seventies the young men graduated 
from college and embarked on separate career paths. two became physicians, one an account executive and 
one an aerospace engineer, who now lives in san diego, usa, and whose absence brought a fifth member, also 
a physician, into the group. the gatt quartet thus became the gatt quintet.

even though they are now separated physically, they are still held together by their love for music and the bond 
that they share with each other. successes in their chosen career paths have made them pursue music for the 
sheer love of it and this shows in their performance.

in 2009, the gatt quintet has been invited to perform as an alumni member at the 25th anniversary of the 
international church music festival in the vatican, under the direction of sir david wilcocks.
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from 22 eastbound

make right on rock ave, go about 2 miles; make a left on west seventh street, go 
about 2 miles and make a right onto plainfield ave, go about half mile, wesley is on 
your right.

from 22 westbound

make a jug handle left turn onto rock ave and follow the directions above.

from 287 southbound

take exit 5, make left at light, pass the bridge and go to the next light and make a right 
onto hamilton boulevard, pass the home depot and go to the next light, make a sharp 
left, that is still hamilton boulevard, stay on the same road, it will turn into plainfield 
ave, keep going until you see 7- eleven store on your right and make a right there. 
you are still on plainfield ave, go a half mile. wesley is on your left.

from garden state parkway

take exit 131. make a right at light. that is route 27. go to the next light and make a 
right, that is wood ave. go to the next light and make a left, that is oak tree road. 
go about 3 miles on oak tree and make a right onto park ave. go to the next light 
and make a left, that is maple ave. go to the second light and make right, that is 
plainfield ave. go to the second light and make a right at 7- eleven store. you are still 
on plainfield ave. wesley is half a mile on your left. 
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
